2008 FINANCES.  It was resolved to continue membership at $25 per family (same as 2007 & 2006).  In 2006, expenses balanced income; however, Allison reported  $3480 deficit for year 2007.  The following are steps to balance 2008 budget:

· Increase membership: call previous members who do not pay 2008 membership (March, 2008), 

· Call key people to help develop more fun things!  (examine activities of Green Meadows and Lincroft Associations).  Bill Butler, Allison to enlist Pat Nybro and Laura Campbell

· Enlist more volunteers to create and support activities.  

· Ensure lowest price companies for  insurance policies; explore whether due dates can be changed to March  or later when bulk of dues are received).  Allison

· Use banks with highest CD returns (when due in July and Sept). Allison

· The Block Party was the greatest single 2007 expense. (Steve Miller to ask Joe Racioppi for suggestions to lower costs)

The board authorized Allison to spend no more than $100, to create an Oak Hill web site which might reduce the current $1100/year mailing expenses.  We propose keep the February mailing to all Oak Hill residents; we hope to increase number of emailed newsletters)

Vivian will organize a winetasting (tentatively March 1)  Vivian has 5 or 6 couples to start.  Pat Wotton offered her house.  

SPRING GENERAL MEETING will  be Tuesday, May 20, 2008.  Helen Duthie to check two possible speakers:  Mayor Scharfenberger, (about archeology, plus Q&A on municipal matters).   Or, Bill Potter (about farmland preservation; Bill lives in Middletown, and has property in Holmdel).
